In preparing the tables an assumption has been made that there were no international students in that program and thus a “0” has been entered in the appropriate table cells.  It is possible that some schools do have international students, but their records do not allow them to identify which students are international.    If this is the case, the assumption made for that school is incorrect and the correct entry should have been “-----.”  This incorrect assumption could have a bearing on Total and Mean values.
