	Progress Monitoring

What are potential rough spots for misunderstanding?
· Using collective knowledge means that people could accidentally incorporate misunderstanding into the definitions
· Theories overlap so there’s more than one answer about a theory’s impact in a specific situation
· The theories will be applied in one-on-one scenarios instead of classroom instruction
