Dr. Wendy Duff's primary research interests are archival description and electronic records, including the authentication, reliability and description of corporate records, and recordkeeping systems. She was project manager for the University of Pittsburgh's Electronic Records Project, which identified a set of Functional Requirements for Electronic Evidence. She presently serves as chair of the Canadian Committee on Archival Description and is involved with the Encoded Archival Context (EAC) project. She teaches courses including Archival Arrangement and Description, Records Management, Electronic Records Management, Designing Electronic Descriptive Tools, and Archives: Access, Advocacy, and Outreach. 

Dr. Philip B. Eppard is editor of The American Archivist, Co-Chair, American Research Team of the InterPARES Project; and past president of New England Archivists. His research interests include archival administration and preservation, the history of archives, libraries, publishing and reading, the use of archival materials, and documentary editing. He also served as co-principal investigator on a federally funded grant to study archival policy and preservation issues in electronic records at the SUNY System Administration. Among other courses he teaches Preservation Management in Libraries and Archives, Rare Books, Archives and Manuscripts. 

Nancy M. Kunde, CRM, CA is records officer for the University of Wisconsin-Madison and is responsible for directing the campus records management program.

She has been involved in numerous special projects within the University and State relating to archives and records management, and most recently she has participated on the interagency team that drafted Wisconsin’s administrative rule on electronic records management.  She also co-chaired the Public Records and Forms Board Task Group on Electronic Records which drafted the Guidelines for the Management of Electronic Information.

Nancy is an active member of the Association of Records Managers and Administrators, the Society of American Archivists, and the Midwest Archives Conference. She has held a number of offices in these organizations.

Richard Pearce-Moses has been a professional archivist for more than twenty years and is currently Director of Digital Government Information at the Arizona State Library and Archives. He works with the agency’s Law and Research Library, History and Archives, and Records Management divisions to move from the world of paper documents to the world of digital information.


Before joining the Arizona State Library, Richard worked as Documentary Collections Archivist and Automation Coordinator for the Heard Museum, Curator of Photographs at the Arizona State University Libraries, and Local Records Management Consultant for the Texas State Library. He has a Master of Arts in American Studies from the University of Texas at Austin and a Master of Science in Library and Information Science from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign.


In 2002, he won an NHPRC Archival Research Fellowship to write A Glossary of Archival and Records Terminology for the Society of American Archivists, which is available at http://archivists.org/glossary/. 

Helen W. Samuels’ research has examined the documentation of science, technology and institutions of higher education. Her publications propose the use of institutional functional analysis and documentation strategies as methods to improve the record of modern society. Varsity Letters: Documenting Modern Colleges and Universities, was published by The Society of American Archivists and Scarecrow Press in 1992. She is a Fellow of the Society of American Archivists. She came to MIT in 1977 as Institute Archivist and served in that capacity until January 1997 when she moved to the Provost’s Office where she worked on educational technology and policy issues. She retired from MIT in 2004.  

Becky Schulte is the University Archivist at the University of Kansas in Lawrence, Kansas.  Most recently she was the Head of Reader Services at KU's Spencer Research Library and from 1985-2000 served as the Assistant Curator of the Kansas Collection, the University's regional history library.  After receiving an MA in Library Science from the University of Wisconsin--Madison in 1982 she managed one of the first NEH US Newspaper Program projects at the Kansas State Historical Society. In addition to serving as University Archivist, she is the Bibliographer of the Wilcox Collection of Contemporary Political Movements, one of the largest collections of American left and right wing extremist political material in the world.

Druscie Simpson has been with the North Carolina State Archives since her college days when she was an intern from N.C. State University.  She has worked in the reference room, processed and catalogued maps and state agency records, served as the registrar, and oversaw the online catalog, Manuscripts and Archives Reference System (MARS).  Druscie has been the manager of the Information Technology Branch for four years now.  This branch is responsible for the technical support for more than 100 staff persons, the digitization program and the MARS system.  Druscie also works closely with processing archivists and the records analysts in the Government Records Branch on the identification, retention and disposition, and access for electronic records created by state and local government agencies.

Dr. Kenneth Thibodeau is Director of the Electronic Records Archives (ERA) Program Management Office at the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA).  ERA is NARA’s strategic initiative to build the archives of the future, a virutal archives capable of preserving all types of electronic records and delivering them over the Internet to future generations of users on future generations of technology.  He has 29 years experience in archives and records management, and is an internationally recognized expert in electronic records. Dr. Thibodeau taught at the University of Notre Dame and was Chief of the Records Management Branch of the National Institutes of Health before coming to NARA in 1988. In 1996, he served as the Director of the Department of Defense (DoD) Records Management Task Force, which revised DoD’s Records Management Instruction and developed the DoD Records Management Application Standard, 5015.2-STD.


He studied at Fordham University in New York and the University of Strasbourg, France.  He earned a Ph.D. in the history and sociology of science from the University of Pennsylvania. A Fellow of the Society of American Archivists, he has published over 30 papers and spoken at more than 140 conferences around the world.

Dr. Helen Tibbo’s research and publication areas include digital preservation and access, electronic mail, personal information management, historians as information seekers, and long-term preservation of electronic records. She teaches Information Resources and Services; Introduction to Archives and Records Management; Advanced Issues & Practices in Archives, Records, and Manuscripts Administration; and Digital Preservation and Access. She has managed funded projects focusing on historians and their use of primary resources, preservation metadata for digital assets, and electronic mail and individuals' digital desktops. Helen has taught archival and other cultural heritage professionals at the Society of California Archivists' Western Archives Institute in 2000 and at the Digitization for Cultural Heritage Information Professionals workshops, 2002 – 2004.

Dr. Elizabeth Yakel's research interests are electronic records, archival and manuscript administration, records and information resources management, human-computer interaction and evaluation of technology, and analysis of use and user needs in organizational settings. Her courses include Access Systems for Archival Materials, Preserving Information, and Understanding Records and Archives. Beth is a Fellow of the Society of American Archivists.
